The Air-Eagle SR PLUS TX is user-programmable for
up to 128 digital addresses and eight network frequencies to allow
multiple transceivers to operate simultaneously in the same area and
utilizes spread-spectrum technology and provides the utmost security and
reliability even in the noisiest RF environments. A terminal strip has been
provided for interfacing with external dry contact inputs. This unit can
operate remote machinery such as pumps, gates, chutes etc.

Attach the supplied portable antenna or
coax for external antenna to this connector.
