DESCRIPTION

The AIR-EAGLE SR TX Is a handheld R.F. transmitter capable of
sending a unique digital command to the Air-Eagle SR Receiver. The
TX and RX combine to create a short range radio frequency system
that operates hazardous or hard-to-reach electrical apparatus from
safe, convenient locations of up to 300 feet away. This transmitter will
automatically go into “sleep” mode when not in use to dramatically
extend battery life and is designed with a customizable label for each
individual customer’s application.

INITIAL OPERATION & SET-UP

This transmitter comes ready to operate, with batteries installed, and
factory programmed to Frequency #1. No setup is necessary.

PROGRAMMING & RELAY OPERATION

By default transmitters are factory programmed to be Model 38-1100-R1
(set to Frequency #1, and to operate Relay #1 in a standard Air-Eagle SR
Receiver). If you desire a different frequency or relay operation
configuration, you must specify that information upon ordering. You can
select a maximum of four frequencies and eight relays - See example
below:
